Murdock had a large sum of money 
with him. He had sold his livery stable 
business, and also, it is said, had about 
$100,000 which he had made in a busi­
ness deal in which he had been helped 
by Edey. 

On August 7, Murdock under an as-
•sumed name was found aboard the steam­
ship Concho, of the Mallory line, bound 
for Texas. He said he was alone and 
denied that he intended to'get a divorce. 
Meanwhile there was much comment at 
the apparent lack of worriraent shown by 
Mr. Edey and Mrs. Murdock. 

Where Mrs. Edey was at the time 
Murdock was supposed to be in Texas 
no one professed to know. Murdock got 
back to Bellport in October and went 
back to live with his wife and ten-year-
old son. In the meantime Mrs. Murdock 
had been living with her father, Henry 
Jv. Corwio, the local postmaster. 

On November 14, neighbors suddenly 
saw Mrs. Edey about the big and hand­
some honse in Osborne avenue.

Whether this operation' was intended 

to remove the obstruction, or to afford 
the patient" temporary relief,- is known 
only to the physicians, who declined'to 
add any information to that contained in 
the bulletin, which was issued at noon to­
day.

Mr. Keene has been in poor health for 
two years and went to Italy in 1910 in 
the hope of recovery. Beneficial results 
followed, but* last autumn he suffered a 
recurrence of the disorder while staying 
In London and was tanen to a nursing 
home in that city. There he was oper­
ated upon by Dr. English, a celebrated 
surgeon of St. George's 'Hospital.-' 

This operation was intended only to 
afford temporary relief rather than to 
eliminate the cause of his illness, and it 
accomplish-jd that effect alone. 

Subsequently Mr. Keene returned to 
New York and has since resided in the 
Waldorf-Astoria Hotel, where he has been 
under the care of a nurse. Soon after 
returning to this country, to which he was 
accompanied by one of Dr. English's 
nurses, Mr. Keene consulted Dr. Bain-
hridge. th<» cancer specialist, but that 
physician withdrew from the case and Mr. 
Keene again came under the care of Dr. 
St. Clair Smith. 

Dead on his knees beside a bed in his 
bachelor, apartment at No. 3,132 Broad­
way, the body of Alexander Mercer Pell, 
a membejt-of one of New York's families 
that traces its ancestry back to Knicker­
bocker days, was found to-day by Mrs.

36 \Vcst Fortieth street, and Duncan Pell, 
who is an official in the Cadillac Auto­
mobile Company. Mr. Pell, although not 
taking a very active part in business af­
fairs of late, still retained desk room in 
an office at No. 35 Nassau street, where he 
was known as an insurance broker. 

In his young days Alexander Mercer 
Pell was well known in New York so­
ciety. In June, 1807, he was married at 
the home of her parents, in Madison ave­
nue to Miss Mary Ecclcsine, the eldest 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph B. 
Ecclcsine, Jr. A year later a son was 
born, Leslie Hyde, who is now in London 
with his mother, who obtained a divorce 
from her husband from Justice Guy iu 
the Supreme Court here in September, 
1007. The papers in the case were sealed. 

The mother was given the custody of 
the child. She went to London, and- to 
the surprise of her former society friends 
in this city became manager of'the Hotel 
Dysart, which was built by Mrs. Fred­
erick Clare, of Grand Rapids, Mich. Mrs 
Pel was very successful in this work, in 
which she is still engaged. She was in 
London, living apart from her husband 
before she brought the action for divorce, 
coming her only long enough to institute 
the legal proceedings.
